Each game will have a 1-1/2 hour time limit withm&w inning starting after 1 hour and 20 minutes
(This excludes the Championship Game, which willéhao time limit). If a long rain delay has
occurred, tournament committee has the right tetsh@ame times to get back on schedule. 6 run rul
per inning, except the 6th inning, which will beiomted.

Pitchers shall belimited to 10 innings for the tournament. They may pit2lkconsecutive innings per
game. One pitch constitutes and inning. Games, imhich an ineligible pitcher has been used,
shall be declared a Forfeit!

Trips to the mound by a coach may not exceed Jp#ipitcher in 1 inning. The second trip shall
automatically result in the removal of the pitchem the game as a pitcher.

Protests will be considered if there is a misintetgtion of playing rules or a question of player
eligibility. Members of the Protest Committee vkt available during the game. A protest must be
called to the attention of the committee immediat&lhe committee shall rule on the protest bethes
game continues.

21.No game will be postponed except for weather caott Final rosters must be turned in 30 minutes
prior to your first game. In the event of a caftatedn, tournament officials will make every effdot
notify you as soon as possible. Please includehing staff names and phone numbers, including cell
phone numbers, to be contacted in the event ofdeleys or rainouts. Rain delays or rainouts lgll
resumed from the point of stoppage. In the evémteather, games will be considered complete dfter
innings. If weather does not allow your team tay@ games, the following rules will apply in
refunding your team:

0 games played — full refund due
1 game played — %2 of the entry fee refund due
2 or more games played — no refund due
